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Abstract

Modelele macroeconomice se bazeaza pe principii si conditii, care
trebuie indeplinite prin alegerea variabilelor, luarea in considerare a acestora
si incercarea de a construi ecuatii, sisteme de ecuatii, prin rezolvarea carora
sa se estimeze perspectiva evolutiei fenomenului cercetat. Modificarile pot
fi rezumate prin prezentarea unei scheme alternative a structurii utilizate, a
macromodelelor determinate, de exemplu de cerere. Pentru a avea efectul
scontat, prezentarea trebuie sa se concentreze pe specificarea ecuatiilor pe
termen lung. Consumul depinde de venitul asteptat, de venitul personal si de
ratadobanzii. Dobdnda are un rol esential in modelarea cererii consumatorilor,
in sensul ca, in contextul in care se resimt veniturile populatiei, atunci se pune
problema identificarii surselor alternative. Acestea, de regula, se regasesc in
creditele de consum sau in creditele pe termen scurt. Costul depinde de venitul
asteptat, iar investitia, in sensul larg al continutului, depinde de venitul si
marimea Produsului Intern Brut si de costurile de utilizare reprezentate de
rata dobanzii, de raportul dintre preturile factorii de productie si venitul
de care dispune populatia, daca ne referim la consum. Pentru studiul i
cercetarea acestui fenomen, autorii au utilizat indicatorii statistici furnizati
de Institutul National de Statistica. Unele reprezentari grafice au fost utilizate
pentru o mai bund intelegere a cercetarii intreprinse de cdtre autori.

Introducere
Lanivel macroeconomic, veniturile populatiei stau la baza consumului
acesteia. Practic, venitul pe care 1l are la dispozitie consumatorul, reprezinta
factorul determinant al comportamentului sdu de cumparare, respectiv al
comportamentului de consum. In analiza statistici, veniturile populatiei se
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studiaza 1n functie criterii diverse, precum: nivel, forma, destinatie, dinamica,
structura etc. Relatia functionald dintre majorarea veniturilor populatiei si
majorarea cheltuielilor acesteia este semnalata prin inclinatia marginala spre
consum. Aceasta este expresia raportului dintre modificarea consumului si
evolutia venitului, indicand cu cat creste consumul la sporirea cu o unitate a
venitului disponibil. In situatia in care o persoani intentioneazi cumpirarea
unui bun cu o valoare superioara celei alocate achizitiilor curente, aceasta va
proceda la previzionarea evolutiei veniturilor sale, avand in vedere atat politica
salariala practicatd in cadrul entitatii in care isi desfasoara activitatea, cat si
contextul macroeconomic generat de politica guvernamentala. Astfel, poate
anticipa o eventuald marire de salariu sau dimpotriva, scaderea veniturilor
sale, daca aceasta se afld in cazul neplacut al pierderii locului de munca.

In cadrul acestei cercetiri, pe baza datelor publicate de citre Institutul
National de Statistica, autorii au realizat o analizd detaliatd a nivelului si
structurii veniturilor si cheltuielilor totale ale gospodariilor populatiei si pe o
persoana, inregistrate in Romania, 1n perioada 2022-2023.

Literature review

Anghel M.G., Anghelache C. Et al (2023) au realizat un studiu cu
privre la evolutia populatiei in Romania. Anghelache C. si Anghel M.G. (2017)
au studiat si diseminat o serie de analize economice cu privire la evolutia
schimburilor internationale de bunuri, analiza comertului international sau
comertul international ca si factor al cresterii economice. Anghelache, C.
(2008) a efectuat o ampla prezentare a formarii veniturilor gospodariilor
populatiei pe surse de finantare si a cheltuielilor acestora pe destinatii.

Analizele au fost insotite si de utilizarea unor modele statistico-
econometrice, in baza cdrora s-au efectuat diferite estimari si prognoze.
Fajgelbaum P. si altii (2011) fac un studiu cu privire la venituri, calitatea
productiei si comertul international. In cadrul acestuia sunt abordate elementele
referitoare la comertul exterior in prezent. Hill C., Smith M. (2011) au publicat
o ampla lucrare referitoare la relatiile comerciale internationale si structura
relatiilor comerciale cu Uniunea Europeana.

Multe din studiile existente au avut in vedere necesitatea
investitiilor si utilizarea fondurilor disponibile ale Uniunii Europene in
vederea cresterii economiei nationale. Astfel, Corti, F si altii (2021) sunt
preocupati de compararea si evaluarea planurilor de recuperare si rezilienta.
D’Alfonso A. and Sapala M. (2015) sunt preocupati de platile care se fac
din bugetele adoptate de Uniunea Europena. Darvas Z. (2020) este interesat
de capacitatea tarilor membre ale Uniunii Europene de a absorbi fondurile
disponibile si utilizarea eficienta a finantarii pentru redresare si rezilienta.
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Grand, D. si altii dedica studiul lor analizei schimburilor industriale
existente intre statele ce constituie Uniunea Europeana in functie de
capacitatea individuala a fiecarui stat si de structura economiilor nationale.
Herrendorf and Akos (2012) au incercat sa identifice sectoarele de activitate
cu performantele cele mai scdzute ale tarilor in curs de dezvoltare. Lee, D.,
Shin,H., Stulz, R. (2016) au abordat in studiul lor conditia ca dezvoltarea
capitalului 1n industrie trebuie sa fie veriga principala a cresterii economice.
Sapala M. (2020) analizeaza flexibilitatea bugetului Uniunii Europene in
cadrul financiar multiannual.

Date, rezultate si discutii

In teoria economica, termenul de venit cuprinde tipurile de venit
aferente factorilor de productie: munci, capital, pimant. In acest context,
factorului munca i corespunde salariul, factorului capital 1i corespunde
profitul, iar factorului pamant i corespunde renta. De asemenea, o forma de
venit este constituitd de dobanda. Totodata, venitul poate fi mixt, provenind in
acelasi timp din utilizareaa doi sau mai multi factori de productie. De obicei,
veniturile personale semnificd veniturile curente realizate dintr-o activitate,
completate cu transferurile de la stat sau societéti. Venitul personal reprezinta
sursa principald a achizitiei bunurilor economice.

Venitul disponibil realizat efectiv de catre detindtorii factorilor de
productie este utilizat pentru consum. Partea care nu este consumata este
reprezentatd de economii. Relatia dintre cei trei indicatori se exprimad cu
ajutorul formulei de calcul de mai jos:

VD= C+E (1)
unde:

VD = venitul disponibil;

C = consumul;

E = economiile.

In relatia (1), obtinem economiile, scizand cheltuielile pentru consum
din venitul disponibil, astfel:

E=VD-C 2)

In general, fiecare persoani isi face un plan referitor la economiile, pe
baza cdrora va procura bunuri si servicii in viitor. Pe termen scurt, se constata
faptul ca, majorarea venitului este insotita, de obicei, de cresterea nivelului
economiilor. Totodatd, scaderea veniturilor genereaza sciaderea economiilor.
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In aceste conditii, se poate face afirmatia ca preturile si puterea de cumpirare
pot fi utilizate in calitate de ,,factori de alegere”.

In analizele statistico-econometrice se considera venitul disponibil, ca
variabila independenta, iar variabile dependente sunt consumul si economiile.

Luand 1n considerare faptul cd factor determinant al consumului
populatiei este dat de veniturile obtinute, care in actuala perioada a economiei
romanesti, poartd amprenta modificarilor survenite in cadrul acesteia, analiza
efectuata in cadrul acestei cercetari, debuteaza cu studiul veniturilor totale,
realizate la nivel macroeconomic. Acestea sunt constituite din totalitatea
incasarilor banesti provenite din diferite surse de provenientd pentru care
nu exista obligatia de restituire si veniturile in natura, evaluate in lei. Astfel,
in categoria veniturilor banesti sunt incluse: salariile brute si alte drepturi
salariale, veniturile din agriculturd, veniturile din activititi neagricole
independente, veniturile din prestatii sociale, veniturile din proprietate si
veniturile din vanzarea de active din patrimoniul gospodariei, precum si alte
venituri banesti. In categoria veniturilor in naturi, regisim contravaloarea
veniturilor in natura obtinute de salariati si beneficiarii de prestatii sociale
si contravaloarea consumului de produse agroalimentare si nealimentare din
resurse proprii.

In anul 2023, veniturile totale medii lunare, exprimate in valoare
nominald, la nivelul unei gospodarii, s-au ridicat la suma de 7174.91 lei pe o
gospodarie, ceea ce inseamna o crestere cu 11.0% comparativ cu anul 2022,
dupa cum se observa din datele cuprinse in Tabelul nr. 1.

Cea mai mare pondere in cadrul veniturile realizate la nivelul
gospodariei este detinutd de veniturile banesti, care in anul 2023 au fost, de
6644 lei lunar pe o gospodarie, insemnand o pondere de 92,59%, restul fiind
reprezentate de venituri in naturd (531,39 lei). Totodata, in cadrul veniturilor
banesti, ponderea cea mai mare, respectiv 72,16% este corespunzatoare
salariilor brute si altor drepturi salariale (4794,18 lei), adica o pondere de
66,82% 1in veniturile totale. De asemenea, la constituirea veniturilor totale
ale gospodariilor au participat cu contributii semnificative si veniturile din
prestatii sociale, respectiv veniturile in naturd, ambele in crestere fata de anul
2022.

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Un aspect important 1l reprezintd analiza cheltuielilor totale medii
lunare ale populatiei. In tabelul nr. 2 sunt centralizate datele referitoare la
cheltuielile totale ale gospodariilor populatiei, inregistrate in Roménia,
in perioada 2022-2023. Astfel, in anul 2023, acestea au fost de 6.223 lei
pe o gospodarie comparativ cu 5.610,75 lei pe o gospodarie in anul 2022,
reprezentdnd o crestere cu 10,91%. In anul 2023, cheltuielile au fost de
86,73% din veniturile totale.

Dupa cum se observd, in anul 2023, aproape toate categoriile de
cheltuieli au Inregistrat cresteri, cu exceptia cheltuielilor totale de productie
si contravaloarea consumului furajer din resurse proprii (-3.29%). Cea mai
mare pondere in totalul cheltuielilor, in anul 2023, apartine cheltuielilor totale
de consum (formate din cheltuielile banesti de consum si contravaloarea
consumului uman din resurse proprii) si anume 62,03%. Urmatoarea destinatie
a cheltuielilor este reprezentata de impozite, contributii, cotizatii, taxe, adica
transferurile catre administratia publica si privata si catre bugetele asigurarilor
sociale. Acestea detin o pondere mare in totalul cheltuielilor, respectiv aproape
32%.

Analiza este aprofundatd prin studiul veniturilor si cheltuielilor
totale medii lunare inregistrate pe o persoana. Datele referitoare la valorile
inregistrate de acesti doi indicatori 1n anii 2022 si 2023 se regésesc in tabelul
nr. 3. Astfel, in anul 2023, o persoana a realizat venituri totale de in suma
2.871,57 lei, aflate in crestere cu 11,51% fatd de anul 2022. Cea mai mare
crestere a veniturilor s-a inregistrat de catre agricultori (+13,18%), iar cea mai
mici de catre someri (+9,82%). In valoare absoluta, dupa cum era de asteptat,
cea mai mare valoare se inregistreaza de citre salariati. In cazul cheltuielilor,
se constatd ca, in anul 2023, acestea au crescut cu 11,43% fata de anul 2022.
Cea mai mica crestere a cheltuielilor apartine pensionarilor (+10,39%), iar cea
mai mare crestere corespunde somerilor (+15,19%).

Diferente insemnate atit in nivelul veniturilor, cat si in cel al
cheltuielilor sunt generate de cétre mediul de rezidenta (Tabelul nr. 2). Astfel,
in anul 2023, diferenta dintre mediul urban si cel rural este de +1142,33
lei/persoand, in cazul veniturilor, respectiv +932,56 lei/persoand, in cazul
cheltuielilor. Astfel, nivelul venitului total mediu lunar pe o persoana, in
mediul urban a fost de 3420 lei, de 1,5 ori mai mare decat in mediul rural.

Din punct de vedere structural, ponderea salariilor brute si a altor
drepturi salariale in veniturile totale a fost de 72,8%, in mediul urban,
superioara celei Inregistrate in mediul rural, care a fost de 57,1%. Daca in
mediul rural, veniturile in naturd din contravaloarea consumului de produse
agroalimentare si nealimentare din resurse proprii, in anul 2023, a fost de
10,7% in veniturile totale, in mediul urban, aceastd pondere a fost de 2,7%.

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La nivelul unei gospodarii, cheltuielile medii lunare, in mediul urban,
in anul 2023, au fost de 6840 lei, superioare de 1,3 ori celor din mediul rural.
Raportul se mentine si in cazul veniturilor, acestea fiind in mediul urban de
7961 lei pe o gospodarie, in anul 2023, tot de 1,3 ori mai mari decat in mediul
rural.

In anul 2023, potrivit clasificarii standard pe destinatii a cheltuielilor
de consum, in cheltuielile totale de consum ale gospodariilor, o pondere
semnificativa, respectiv de 35,0%, apartine produselor alimentare si bauturilor
nealcoolice, in valoare de 1351 lei pe o gospodarie, urmate de cheltuielile
lunare destinate pentru locuinta, apa, electricitate, gaze si alti combustibili,
in valoare de 587 lei pe o gospodarie (pondere in cheltuielile totale de
consum medii lunare de 15,2%). Pe pozitia a treia, fiecare cu o pondere de
7,3% 1in cheltuielile totale de consum medii lunare, se situeaza cheltuielile
pentru bauturi alcoolice si tutun (284 lei pe o gospodarie), cheltuielile pentru
imbracaminte si incaltaminte (282 lei pe o gospodarie) si cheltuielile pentru
transport (281 lei pe o gospodarie). Cu o pondere de numai 0,5% din totalul
cheltuielilor de consum medii lunare aferente gospodariilor, cheltuielile
alocate pentru educatie de doarl8 lei au reprezentat cel mai scazut nivel,

in trimestrul I 2024, veniturile totale medii lunare au fost, in termeni
nominali, de 8049 lei pe o gospodarie, ceea ce inseamna 3210 lei pe o persoand,
in crestere cu 15,3% fata de trimestrul I al anului 2023, iar cele pe o persoana
cu 14,8%.

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Ponderea cea mai mare detinutd in cadrul veniturilor totale ale
gospodariilor populatiei este de 68,8% si apartine veniturilor din salarii brute
si alte drepturi salariale (5539,24 lei pe gospodarie). Ponderi insemnate mai
sunt detinute de veniturile din prestatii sociale (19,3%), precum si cele din
naturd (7,2%).

In privinta cheltuielilor totale medii lunare ale populatiei precizim
faptul ca, in trimestrul I 2024, acestea au fost de 6843,42 lei pe o gospodarie,
respectiv 2729 lei pe o persoand. Acestea au reprezentat 85,0% din veniturile
totale, in crestere cu cu 14,6%, iar cele pe o persoand cu 14,0% fatd de
trimestrul I al 2023.

Cheltuieli banesti de consum (formate din cheltuielile pentru alimente
si bauturi consumate, cheltuielile pentru marfuri nealimentare si cheltuielile
pentru plata serviciilor) au insumat 3755,84 lei si au ocupat prima pozitie
in cheltuielile totale ale gospodariilor populatiei, pe categorii de cheltuieli.
Aceste sunt urmate de impozite, contributii, cotizatii, taxe in valoare de
2323.12 lei/gospodarie.

In graficul nr. 3, autorii au reprezentat grafic nivelul cheltuielilor
totale ale gospodariilor populatiei, in primul trimestrul al anului 2024.

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In trimestrul I 2024, contravaloarea consumului de produse
agroalimentare si nealimentare din resurse proprii, format dn consumul uman
(343,26 lei) si consumul furajer (130,26 lei), a fost, in medie, de 473,52 lei
lunar pe o gospodarie, iInsemnand 189 lei pe o persoana, in crestere cu 10,7%
fata de trimestrul IV 2023.

Si in trimestrul I al anului 2024, produsele alimentare si bauturile
nealcoolice au ocupat primul loc in clasamentul cheltuielilor totale de consum
medii lunare ale gospodariilor, 1n functie de destinatie, cu o valoare de 1380
lei pe o gospodarie, ceea ce inseamna o pondere 33,7%. Pe loc doi, regdsim
cheltuielile lunare destinate pentru locuintd, apa, electricitate, gaze si alti
combustibili, in valoare de 693 lei pe o gospodarie, cu o pondere de 16,9% in
cheltuielile totale de consum medii lunare. Acestea sunt urmate de cheltuielile
pentru bauturile alcoolice, tutun, in valoare de 302 lei pe o gospodarie, cu o
pondere de 7,4% in cheltuielile totale de consum medii lunare.

Concluzii

Veniturile populatiei reprezintd factorul principalul care influenteaza
comportamentul de cumparare al persoanei. De aceea, in analiza diferitelor
aspecte referitoare la consumul populatiei din Romania, nivelul de trai si
conditiile de viata ale acesteia, studiul veniturilor si al cheltuielilor populatiei
sunt extrem de utile. Venitul, primit rasplatd de catre posesorii factorilor de
productie: munca, capital, pamant imbracd diverse forme, precum: salariu,
profit, renta sau dobanda.
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Consumul populatiei vizeaza o mare varietate de bunuri, dintre care
unele sunt de prima necesitate, precum paine, carne, produse lactate, fructe,
legume sau imbracaminte. Alte bunuri pot suporta o améanare a satisfacerii
nevoilor legate de ele, fiind incluse in categoria obiectelor de lux. Volumul,
structura si dinamica consumului reflectd gradul de satisfacere a nevoilor
fiziologice, sociale sau spirituale ale populatiei. Practic, satisfacerea oricarei
nevoi se realizeaza prin consumul de bunuri. Mentiondm faptul ca studiul
consumului la nivelul produselor si al grupelor de produse alaturi de evolutia
cantitativa, trebuie sd ia in considerare si evolutia calitativd a acestora.
Consumul reprezinta utilizarea bunurilor economice, in vederea satisfacerii
nevoilor personale sau colective. Pentru a satisface un anumit nivel de utilitate
dorit, consumatorul va trebui sa utilizeze cat mai bine venitul de care dispune.
De multe ori, acest venit este insuficient, In raport cu dorintele sale. Astfel,
intervine necesitatea cunoasterii venitului de care dispune consumatorul si
modul in care acesta poate fi alocat pe bunurile si serviciile de care acesta are
nevoie, intr-o anumita perioada de timp. Astfel, consumul personal semnifica
0 componenta importanta a calitatii vietii, respectiv a nivelului de trai.

The macroeconomic models are based on principles and conditions,
which must be fulfilled by choosing variables, taking them into account and
trying to build equations, systems of equations, by solving which to estimate
the perspective of the evolution of the phenomenon under study. The changes
can be summarized by presenting an alternative scheme of the structure used,
of the macromodels determined, for example by demand. To have the intended
effect, the presentation should focus on specifying the long-term equations.
Consumption depends on expected income, personal income and interest rate.
Interest has an essential role in shaping consumer demand, in the sense that, in
the context in which the incomes of the population are felt, then the problem of
identifying alternative sources arises. These, as a rule, are found in consumer
loans or short-term loans. The cost depends on the expected income, and the
investment, in the broad sense of the content, depends on the income and the
size of the Gross Domestic Product and the usage costs represented by the
interest rate, on the ratio between the prices of the production factors and the
income available to the population, if we refer to consumption. For the study
and research of this phenomenon, the authors used the statistical indicators
provided by the National Institute of Statistics. Some graphical representations
have been used for a better understanding of the research undertaken by the
authors.

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Introduction

At the macroeconomic level, the population’s income is the basis
of its consumption. Practically, the income that the consumer has at his
disposal is the determining factor of his buying behavior, respectively of his
consumption behavior. In the statistical analysis, the incomes of the population
are studied according to various criteria, such as: level, form, destination,
dynamics, structure, etc. The functional relationship between the increase in
the population’s income and the increase in its expenses is signaled by the
marginal propensity to consume. This is the expression of the ratio between
the change in consumption and the evolution of income, indicating how much
consumption increases when disposable income increases by one unit. In the
situation where a person intends to buy a good with a value higher than that
allocated to current purchases, he will proceed to predict the evolution of his
income, taking into account both the wage policy practiced within the entity in
which he operates, and the macroeconomic context generated by government
policy. Thus, he can anticipate a possible salary increase or, on the contrary, a
decrease in his income, if it is in the unpleasant case of losing his job.

As part of this research, based on the data published by the National
Institute of Statistics, the authors have carried out a detailed analysis of the
level and structure of total income and expenditure of households and per
person, registered in Romania, in the period 2022-2023.

Literature review

Anghel M.G., Anghelache C. Et al (2023) conducted a study on
the evolution of the population in Romania. Anghelache C. and Anghel
M.G. (2017) studied and disseminated a number of economic analyzes on
the evolution of international trade of goods, international trade analysis or
international trade as a factor of economic growth. Anghelache, C. (2008)
carried out an extensive presentation of the formation of household incomes
by sources of financing and their expenses by destinations.

The analyzes were also accompanied by the use of statistical-
econometric models, based on which various estimates and forecasts were
made. Fajgelbaum P. and others (2011) do a study on income, production
quality and international trade. Within it, the elements related to foreign trade
at present are addressed. Hill C., Smith M. (2011) published an extensive
work on international trade relations and the structure of trade relations with
the European Union.

Many of the existing studies considered the need for investments and
the use of available funds of the European Union in order to grow the national
economy. Thus, Corti, F and others (2021) are concerned with comparing
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and evaluating recovery and resilience plans. D’Alfonso A. and Sapala M.
(2015) are concerned with the payments made from the budgets adopted by
the European Union. Darvas Z. (2020) is interested in the ability of European
Union member countries to absorb available funds and the effective use of
funding for recovery and resilience. Grand, D. and others dedicate their study
to the analysis of existing industrial exchanges between the states that make
up the European Union according to the individual capacity of each state
and the structure of national economies. Herrendorf and Akos (2012) tried
to identify the lowest performing business sectors of developing countries.
Lee, D., Shin, H., Stulz, R. (2016) addressed in their study the condition that
capital development in industry must be the main link of economic growth.
Sapala M. (2020) analyzes the flexibility of the European Union budget in the
multiannual financial framework.

Data, results and discussion

In economic theory, the term income includes the types of income
related to production factors: labor, capital, land. In this context, the labor
factor corresponds to the salary, the capital factor corresponds to the profit,
and the land factor corresponds to the rent. Interest is also a form of income.
At the same time, the income can be mixed, coming at the same time from
the use of two or more factors of production. Personal income usually means
current income from an activity, supplemented by transfers from the state or
companies. Personal income is the main source of the purchase of economic
goods.

The disposable income actually achieved by the owners of the
factors of production is used for consumption. The part that is not consumed
is represented by savings. The relationship between the three indicators is
expressed using the calculation formula below:

VD= C+E (1)

where:

VD = disposable income;

C = consumption

E = savings.

In relation (1), we obtain savings by subtracting consumption
expenditure from disposable income, as follows:

E=VD-C (2)
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In general, each person makes a plan regarding savings, based on
which he will purchase goods and services in the future. In the short term,
it is noted that the increase in income is usually accompanied by an increase
in the level of savings. At the same time, the decrease in income generates
the decrease in savings. Under these conditions, it can be said that prices and
purchasing power can be used as ,,choice factors”.

In statistical-econometric analyses, disposable income is considered
as an independent variable, and dependent variables are consumption and
savings.

Taking into account the fact that the determining factor of the
population’s consumption is given by the incomes obtained, which in the
current period of the Romanian economy bears the imprint of the changes that
have occurred within it, the analysis carried out in this research begins with
the study of the total incomes, achieved at the macroeconomic level. These
are made up of all cash receipts from different sources for which there is no
obligation to return and income in kind, valued in lei. Thus, in the category
of monetary income are included: gross wages and other wage rights, income
from agriculture, income from independent non-agricultural activities,
income from social benefits, income from property and income from the sale
of assets from the household’s patrimony, as well as other monetary income.
In the category of income in kind, we find the value of the income in kind
obtained by employees and beneficiaries of social benefits and the value of the
consumption of agri-food and non-food products from own resources.

In 2023, the total average monthly incomes, expressed in nominal
value, at the level of a household, amounted to 7174.91 lei per household,
which means an increase of 11.0% compared to 2022, as can be seen from the
data contained in Table no. 1.

The largest weight in household income is held by monetary income,
which in 2023 was 6,644 lei per household per month, meaning a weight of
92.59%, the rest being represented by income in kind (531 .39 lei). At the same
time, within monetary incomes, the largest share, namely 72.16%, corresponds
to gross salaries and other salary rights (4794.18 lei), i.e. a share of 66.82%
in total incomes. Also, incomes from social benefits, respectively incomes in
kind, both increased compared to 2022, also contributed significantly to the
formation of total household incomes.

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An important aspect is the analysis of the total average monthly
expenses of the population. In table no. 2 the data relating to the total expenses
of households, registered in Romania, in the period 2022-2023 are centralized.
Thus, in 2023, they were 6,223 lei per household compared to 5,610.75 lei
per household in 2022, representing an increase of 10.91%. In 2023, expenses
were 86.73% of total revenues.

As can be seen, in the year 2023, almost all expenditure categories
registered increases, with the exception of total production expenditure and
the counter value of feed consumption from own resources (-3.29%). The
largest share in the total expenditure, in 2023, belongs to the total consumption
expenses (consisting of monetary consumption expenditure and the value of
human consumption from own resources), i.e. 62.03%. The next destination
of the expenses is represented by taxes, contributions, contributions, fees, i.e.
transfers to the public and private administration and to the social insurance
budgets. They have a large weight in the total expenses, i.e. almost 32%.

The analysis is deepened by studying the total average monthly income
and expenses recorded per person. The data relating to the values recorded by
these two indicators in the years 2022 and 2023 can be found in table no. 3.
Thus, in 2023, a person achieved total income of 2,871.57 lei, increasing by
11.51% compared to 2022. The largest increase in income was recorded by
farmers (+13, 18%), and the lowest by the unemployed (+9.82%). In absolute
value, as expected, the highest value is recorded by employees. In the case
of expenses, it is found that, in 2023, they increased by 11.43% compared to
2022. The lowest increase in expenses belongs to pensioners (+10.39%), and
the highest increase corresponds to the unemployed (+ 15.19%).

Significant differences in both income and expenditure levels are
generated by the residence environment (Table no. 2). Thus, in 2023, the
difference between urban and rural environments is +1142.33 lei/person, in
the case of incomes, respectively +932.56 lei/person, in the case of expenses.
Thus, the level of total average monthly income per person in the urban
environment was 3420 lei, 1.5 times higher than in the rural environment.

From a structural point of view, the share of gross salaries and other
salary rights in total income was 72.8%, in the urban environment, higher than
the one recorded in the rural environment, which was 57.1%. If in the rural
environment, the income in kind from the counter value of the consumption
of agri-food and non-food products from own resources, in the year 2023, was
10.7% of the total income, in the urban environment, this weight was 2.7%.

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At the level of a household, the average monthly expenses, in the
urban environment, in 2023, were 6,840 lei, 1.3 times higher than those in the
rural environment. The ratio is also maintained in the case of incomes, which
are 7961 lei per household in the urban environment, in 2023, also 1.3 times
higher than in the rural environment.

In 2023, according to the standard classification by destination of
consumption expenses, in the total consumption expenses of households, a
significant share, namely 35.0%, belongs to food products and non-alcoholic
beverages, in the amount of 1351 lei per household, followed by of the
monthly expenses intended for housing, water, electricity, gas and other fuels,
in the amount of 587 lei per household (weight in the total average monthly
consumption expenses of 15.2%). On the third position, each with a weight
of 7.3% in the total average monthly consumption expenses, are the expenses
for alcoholic beverages and tobacco (284 lei per household), the expenses for
clothing and footwear (282 lei per household) and transport expenses (281
lei per household). With a weight of only 0.5% of the total average monthly
consumption expenses related to households, the expenses allocated for
education of only 18 lei represented the lowest level,

In the first quarter of 2024, the total average monthly incomes were,
in nominal terms, 8049 lei per household, which means 3210 lei per person,
up by 15.3% compared to the first quarter of 2023, and those on a person with
14.8%.

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The largest share held within the total income of households is 68.8%
and belongs to income from gross salaries and other salary rights (5539.24
lei per household). Significant weights are also held by income from social
benefits (19.3%), as well as those in kind (7.2%).

Regarding the total average monthly expenses of the population, we
state that, in the first quarter of 2024, they were 6843.42 lei per household,
respectively 2729 lei per person. They represented 85.0% of total revenues,
up by 14.6%, and those per person by 14.0% compared to the first quarter of
2023.

Monetary consumption expenses (consisting of expenses for food and
beverages consumed, expenses for non-food goods and expenses for payment
of services) totaled 3755.84 lei and occupied the first position in the total
expenses of households, by category of expenses. These are followed by taxes,
contributions, contributions, taxes in the amount of 2323.12 lei/household.

In chart no. 3, the authors graphically represented the level of total
household expenses in the first quarter of 2024.

In the first quarter of 2024, the value of consumption of agri-food
and non-food products from own resources, consisting of human consumption
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(343.26 lei) and feed consumption (130.26 lei), was, on average, 473.52 lei per
month household, meaning 189 lei per person, increasing by 10.7% compared
to the fourth quarter of 2023.

Also in the first quarter of 2024, food products and non-alcoholic
beverages occupied the first place in the ranking of total average monthly
consumption expenses of households, depending on the destination, with a
value of 1380 lei per household, which means a share of 33, 7% In second place,
we find the monthly expenses intended for housing, water, electricity, gas and
other fuels, amounting to 693 lei per household, with a weight of 16.9% in the
total average monthly consumption expenses. These are followed by expenses
for alcoholic beverages, tobacco, in the amount of 302 lei per household, with
a weight of 7.4% in the total average monthly consumption expenses.

Conclusion

The income of the population is the main factor that influences the
buying behavior of the person. That is why, in the analysis of the various
aspects related to the consumption of the population in Romania, the standard
of living and its living conditions, the study of the incomes and expenses
of the population are extremely useful. Income, received as a reward by the
owners of the factors of production: labor, capital, land, takes different forms,
such as: salary, profit, rent or interest.

The consumption of the population covers a wide variety of goods,
some of which are essential, such as bread, meat, dairy products, fruit,
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vegetables or clothing. Other goods can withstand a postponement of the
satisfaction of the needs related to them, being included in the category of
luxury objects. The volume, structure and dynamics of consumption reflect
the degree of satisfaction of the population’s physiological, social or spiritual
needs. Practically, the satisfaction of any need is achieved through the
consumption of goods. We mention the fact that the study of consumption at
the level of products and product groups, along with the quantitative evolution,
must also take into account their qualitative evolution. Consumption represents
the use of economic goods, in order to satisfy personal or collective needs. In
order to satisfy a certain level of desired utility, the consumer will have to
use the income at his disposal as well as possible. Many times, this income
is insufficient in relation to his wishes. Thus, there is the need to know the
income available to the consumer and how it can be allocated to the goods
and services he needs, in a certain period of time. Thus, personal consumption
signifies an important component of the quality of life, respectively the
standard of living.

Cele mai mari rate ale locurilor de munca vacante din primul trimes-
tru al anului 2024, au fost inregistrate in industria productiei si furnizarii de
energie electricd si termica, gaze, apa calda si aer conditionat cu o valoare de
1,53%, a celei pentru intermedieri financiare si asigurari avand o valoare de
1,51%, respectiv in cea a distributiei apei cu o valoare identica. Alte industrii
cu o ratd mai mare a indicelui locurilor de munca vacante sunt: industria de
salubritate, gestionarea deseurilor, activitati de decontaminare cu o valoare de
1,36% si de asemenea, industria aferenta activitatilor de spectacole, culturale
si recreative, tot cu o valoare de 1,36%.

In industria prelucratoare au existat 8,1 mii locuri vacante, insemnand
ca valoarea ratei locurilor de munca vacante este de 0,74%, reprezentand toto-
data un procent de peste 23% din numarul total al locurilor de munca vacante.

Sectorul bugetar a avut o pondere importanta in numarul total al locu-
rilor de munca vacante, insumand peste 19% din valoarea totald a acestora.
Astfel, categoria sanatatea si asistenta sociald, respectiv administratia publica
au fiecare cate 3,0 mii locuri vacante, iar invatdmantului ii revin 0,7 mii locuri
vacante.

Facand referire la rata locurilor de munca vacante, cele mai mici va-
lori pot fi regasite in Invatamant cu un procent de 0,20%, in industria ex-
tractiva cu un procent de 0,25% si un procent de 0,37% aferent agriculturii,
silviculturii si pescuitului.

Cele mai putine locuri de muncd vacante s-au regasit in domeniul
tranzactii imobiliare cu o valoare de 0,1 mii si industria extractiva, tot cu o va-
loare 0,1 mii locuri vacante, respectiv in alte activitati de servicii cu o valoare
de 0,2 mii locuri vacante.

Pentru o imagine mai ampla asupra evolutiei datelor este necesar sa
analizam datele actuale si comparativ cu perioadele precedente.
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Prin comparatia facutd intre trimestrul 1 2024 cu trimestrul precedent,
observam ca cele mai relevante cresteri aferente ratei locurilor de munca va-
cante s-au regasit in constructii cu un plus de 0,28 puncte procentuale, urmate
de distributia apei; salubritate, gestionarea deseurilor, activitati de decontami-
nare, respectiv sandtate si asistentd sociald , fiecare dintre aceste ramuri avand
o crestere de cate 0,18 puncte procentuale pentru fiecare in parte.

Cele mai importante cresteri in ceea ce priveste numarul locurilor de
munca vacante, au fost evidentiate in constructii cu un plus de 1,3 mii locuri
vacante, in sanatate si asistenta sociald cu un plus de 0,7 mii locuri vacante,
urmate de transport si depozitare cu un plus de 0,4 mii locuri vacante, iar tot
cu o crestere de 0,4 mii locuri vacante a fost si domeniul: activitati de servicii
administrative si activitati de servicii suport.

La polul opus, cele mai relevante scaderi in ceea ce priveste rata lo-
curilor de munca vacante, s-au observat in activitatile de tranzactii imobiliare
unde identificim un minus de 0,14 puncte procentuale, respectiv comert cu
ridicata si cu amanuntul avand o scadere de 0,13 puncte procentuale si repara-
rea autovehiculelor si motocicletelor, unde avem tot o valoare de 0,13 puncte
procentuale; aceasta din urma activitate a Inregistrat si cea mai semnificativa
diminuare a numarului locurilor de munca vacante, o scadere cu 1,1 mii locuri
vacante.

Raportand la acelasi trimestru al anului anterior, scaderi importante
ale ratei locurilor de munca vacante au fost in domeniul tranzactii imobiliare
unde se remarca o scadere cu 0,84 puncte procentuale, in administratie publica,
o scadere de 0,80 puncte procentuale, respectiv domeniul activitati de servicii
administrative si domeniul activitati de servicii suport, unde avem identificate
diminuari de 0,58 puncte procentuale.

Cele mai mari cresteri in ceea ce priveste numarul locurilor de munca
vacante, s-au evidentiat in hoteluri si restaurante cu un numar de 0,4 mii locuri
vacante 1n plus si In domeniul constructii, o crestere de 0,3 mii locuri disponi-
bile.

Cele mai relevante scaderi ale numarului locurilor de munca vacante
a cunoscut industria prelucratoare, cu un minus de 2,9 mii locuri vacante, dar
si In administratie publica, o scadere cu 2,2 mii locuri vacante, respectiv la
activitati de servicii administrative si activitati de servicii suport, unde avem
o diminuare de 1,8 mii locuri vacante. Asa cum se observa din graficul de mai
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sus, la polul opus, cele mai semnificative cresteri ale ratei locurilor de munca
vacante au fost inregistrate in productia si furnizarea de energie electrica si
termicd, gaze, apa calda si aer conditionat, o crestere de 0,31 puncte procen-
tuale, respectiv in alte activitdti de servicii, unde a fost Inregistrat un plus de
0,17 puncte procentuale.

Pentru o mai bund interpretare a rezultatelor obtinute, rata si numarul
locurilor de munca vacante au fost agregate pe grupe majore de ocupatii, con-
form codului CAEN, asa cum este exemplificat in tabelul de mai sus.

Privind din aceastd perspectiva grupele majore de ocupatii, grupate
conform clasificarii ocupatiilor din Roménia in primul trimestru din 2024,
valorile cele mai mari ale numarului locurilor de munca vacante dar si ale
ratei locurilor de munca vacante, au fost inregistrate in randul ocupatiilor de:
specialisti in diverse domenii de activitate care reprezintd grupa majora 2 cu
9,6 mii locuri vacante, respectiv un procent de 0,80%, si de grupa majora 7,
adicd, muncitori calificati §i asimilati cu un numar de 5,2 mii locuri vacante,
respectiv 0,78%.

Analizand rezultatele obtinute in baza analizei datelor, putem observa
ca cei doi indicatori urmariti, adicd numarul locurilor de munca vacante si
rata locurilor de munca vacante au cele mai mici valori pentru grupa majora
6, adica ocupatiile de lucratori calificati in agricultura, silvicultura si pescuit
- cu 0,1 mii locuri vacante, respectiv o ratd de 0,33%, si de grupa majora 1,
ocupatiile de membri ai corpului legislativ, ai executivului, inalti conducatori
ai administratiei publice, conducétori si functionari superiori cu 1,6 mii locuri
vacante, respectiv o rata de 0,42%.

Urmarind in continuare evolutiile acestor indici, am luat in conside-
rare pentru comparatie, trimestrul [ 2024 comparativ cu perioadele precedente
si am putut identifica ca cele mai relevante cresteri atat ale ratei locurilor de
munca vacante, cat si ale numarul locurilor de muncé vacante comparativ cu
trimestrul precedent au fost inregistrate in cadrul grupei majore 7, a ocupati-
ilor de muncitori calificati si asimilati cu un plus de 0,15 puncte procentuale
ale ratei, respectiv un plus de 1,1 mii locuri vacante, respectiv in cadrul grupei
majore 8 aferenta ocupatiilor de operatori la instalatii §i masini; asamblori de
masini §i echipamente cu o crestere de 0,12 puncte procentuale ale ratei locu-
rilor de munca vacante si un plus de 0,7 mii locuri vacante.

La polul opus, scaderi mai semnificative ale ratei locurilor de mun-
ca vacante au cunoscut grupa majora 6 a ocupatiilor de lucratori calificati in
agricultura, silvicultura si pescuit - o scadere de 0,08 puncte procentuale si In
cadrul grupei majore 5 a ocupatiilor de lucratori in domeniul serviciilor - cu
o scadere de 0,07 puncte procentuale. Tot aceastd grupd majora 5 a Inregistrat
si cea mai relevantd scadere a numarului locurilor de muncé vacante cu un

relevante diminudri s-au regasit ITn grupa majora 4, a ocupatiilor de functionari
administrativi cu o scadere de 0,39 puncte procentuale, urmata de grupa majo-
ra 9 aferentd ocupatiilor elementare cu o scadere de 0,38 puncte procentuale.

Numarul locurilor de munca vacante, a cunoscut cele mai semnifi-
cative scaderi in cadrul grupei majore 2 in randul ocupatiilor de specialisti
in diverse domenii de activitate, cu un minus de 4,0 mii locuri vacante, fiind
urmata de grupa majora 9 a ocupatiilor elementare unde scaderea a fost de 2,6
mii locuri vacante.

Concluzii

Din studiul facut si prezentat in acest articol se desprind unele conclu-
zii. O primd concluzie care se desprinde este aceea ca atat numarul locurilor
de munca vacante, cat si rata locurilor de munca vacante, au avut evolutii dife-
rite pe grupele majore de ocupatii, conform clasificarii ocupatiilor din Roma-
nia 1n primul trimestru al anului 2024.

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Abstract

Within any economic strategies, whether they are at the micro or mac-
roeconomic level, within sustainable development strategies, within invest-
ment strategies or projects, the human resource and its availability are ele-
ments of capital importance. At the same time, in addition to its availability,
it is important to take into account in investments that require certain special-
izations of the labor force, to have a previous study on the qualification of the
labor force available in the region. For this reason, tracking the evolution of
the labor force, available reserves by category, by field of activity is crucial
for the economies of states and implicitly for all participants in economic ac-
tivities.

The collected data come from official sources, obtained from the Na-
tional Institute of Statistics of Romania, but also from other institutions, such
as the National Agency for Fiscal Administration and the Labor Inspectorate,
which through processing reveal the indicators used in the study.

Key words: labor force, unemployment, employed population, em-
ployed population, developments.

Introduction

In this article, the authors sought to highlight the evolution of vacant
jobs in the interval between the 1st quarter of 2021 and the st quarter of
2024. At the same time, the values related to the two indices tracked for these
vacant jobs in some of the representative industries. This work also represents
a statistical analysis based on the results of the 1st quarter of 2024, which we
compared with various similar periods in order to have a representative pic-
ture of the indices obtained.

The article contains a comparison with the previous quarter and a
comparison with the similar quarter of the previous year. Statistical methods
of analysis were used to the detriment of econometric ones and we analyzed
the evolutions of labor force reserves and according to the classification of
economic activities.
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Literature Review

The labor market, employment, underemployment, unemployment
rate are important elements that have a direct effect on economic growth and
have attracted the attention of many researchers in the field. Thus, Iacob,
S.V. and Radu, 1. (2021) presents in a study the situation on the labor market
in Romania in 2020 and focuses a lot on the analysis of employment and
underemployment. Lengyel, Borbala and Lilla (2017) study the labor market
at the level of the European Union, after the economic crisis of 2008, focusing
on long-term unemployment. Chéron, Hairault and Langot (2013) carried out
an analysis that spans the duration of a complete life cycle, analyzing job
vacancies, implicitly unemployment, and focused on identifying a balance
point between the indicators. Internally, Anghelache, C. (2008) published a
treatise on theoretical statistics in which he devoted a series of chapters to the
labor market, in general, respectively to employment, underemployment and
unemployment in the narrow sense. Dorsett, R., Luccino, P., (2018) analyzed
how youth’s prior experience influences labor market transition.

Methodology

The statistical indicators regarding vacant jobs or the rate of vacant jobs
have been synthesized to highlight a series of aspects that we have presented
and which must continue to be basic elements in establishing the scientific
framework for the processing of the data. The correct use of indicators and data
extracted, analyzed and synthesized can help to improve strategies in terms of
human resource management, investment strategies or those for sustainable
development. Aggregation of the indicators was done in relation to the main
activity of the responding economic-social unit, respectively according to the
main activity carried out by each of the subordinate local units. It is considered
to be a local unit, the unit that carries out its activity in a different location than
the headquarters of the economic-social unit selected in the statistical research
sample

Data, results and discussions

Based on the data collected from the National Institute of Statistics,
the National Agency for Fiscal Administration and the Labor Inspection, we
identify in the first quarter of 2024 an increase in vacant jobs by 1.7 thousand
compared to the previous quarter, the number of vacant jobs being 35 thou-
sand.

Regarding the vacancy rate which was estimated for the 1st quarter of
2024 at the value of 0.69%, it showed an increase of 0.04 percent compared to
the previous quarter.
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Comparing the first quarter of 2024 with the same quarter of 2023,
we find that the number of job vacancies decreased by 12.1 thousand, and the
vacancy rate decreased by 0.24%.

The number of job vacancies indicator includes the number of paid,
newly created, unoccupied positions or for which it is known that they will be-
come vacant. These positions are intended for people outside the institutions
or commercial companies, but which can also be occupied by people inside
the entity, regardless of whether they are fixed or indefinite positions, with
normal or part-time working hours.

The number of filled positions was measured by means of the em-
ployee headcount indicator at the end of the month in the middle of the refer-
ence quarter. This indicator includes the total number of employed persons,
employed on the basis of an individual employment contract, of a service
relationship with the enterprise or local unit, with a duration that can be deter-
mined or be undetermined, but they were excluded from this indicator, mili-
tary personnel and assimilated personnel (the Romanian Intelligence Service,
the Ministry of National Defense, the Ministry of Internal Affairs, etc.).

Aggregation of the indicators was done taking into account the main
activity of the economic-social unit included in the study, respectively after
the main activity of each of the subordinate units.

Taking into account the two indices, i.e. the rate of vacant jobs and
the number of vacant jobs, by activity groups of the national economy, we will
consider that the rate of vacant jobs is represented as the ratio created between
the number of vacant jobs and the number total number of jobs (occupied and
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vacant, excluding those blocked or intended only for promotion within the
enterprise or institution), expressed as a percentage:

where: RLV = vacancy rate
LV = the number of vacant jobs
LO = the number of occupied jobs

The highest rates of vacant jobs in the first quarter of 2024 were re-
corded in the industry of production and supply of electricity and thermal
energy, gas, hot water and air conditioning with a value of 1.53%, of that
for intermediaries financial and insurance with a value of 1.51%, respectively
in that of water distribution with an identical value. Other industries with a
higher vacancy index rate are: the sanitation industry, waste management, de-
contamination activities with a value of 1.36% and also the industry related to
entertainment, cultural and recreational activities, also with a value of 1.36%.

In the manufacturing industry there were 8.1 thousand vacancies,
meaning that the value of the vacancy rate is 0.74%, also representing a per-
centage of over 23% of the total number of vacancies.

The budgetary sector had an important share in the total number of
vacant jobs, amounting to over 19% of their total value. Thus, the categories
of health and social assistance, respectively public administration each have
3.0 thousand vacancies, and education has 0.7 thousand vacancies.

Referring to the vacancy rate, the lowest values can be found in edu-
cation with a percentage of 0.20%, in the extractive industry with a percentage
of 0.25% and a percentage of 0.37% related to agriculture, forestry and fish-
ing.

The fewest vacancies were found in the field of real estate transac-
tions with a value of 0.1 thousand and the extractive industry, also with a value
of 0.1 thousand vacancies, respectively in other service activities with a value
of 0, 2 thousand vacancies.

For a broader picture of the evolution of the data, it is necessary to
analyze the current data and compare it with previous periods.

By comparing the first quarter of 2024 with the previous quarter, we note that
the most relevant increases related to the vacancy rate were found in construc-
tion with an increase of 0.28 percentage points, followed by water distribu-
tion; sanitation, waste management, decontamination activities, respectively
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health and social assistance, each of these branches having an increase of 0.18
percentage points for each separately.

The most important increases in terms of the number of vacant jobs
were highlighted in construction with an increase of 1.3 thousand vacancies,
in health and social assistance with an increase of 0.7 thousand vacancies, fol-
lowed by transport and storage with an increase of 0.4 thousand vacant places,
and also with an increase of 0.4 thousand vacant places was also the field:
administrative services activities and support services activities.

At the opposite pole, the most relevant decreases in terms of the va-
cancy rate were observed in real estate transaction activities where we identify
a minus of 0.14 percentage points, respectively wholesale and retail trade hav-
ing a decrease of 0 .13 percentage points and the repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles, where we also have a value of 0.13 percentage points; this last
activity also recorded the most significant decrease in the number of vacant
jobs, a decrease of 1.1 thousand vacancies.

Compared to the same quarter of the previous year, important de-
creases in the vacancy rate were in the field of real estate transactions, where
a decrease of 0.84 percentage points is noted, in public administration, a de-
crease of 0.80 percentage points, respectively the field of activities of admin-
istrative services and the field of support services activities, where we have
identified decreases of 0.58 percentage points.

The biggest increases in the number of vacant jobs were highlighted
in hotels and restaurants with a number of 0.4 thousand more vacancies and in
the construction sector, an increase of 0.3 thousand available places.

The most relevant decreases in the number of job vacancies were ex-
perienced by the manufacturing industry, with a minus of 2.9 thousand va-
cancies, but also in public administration, a decrease by 2.2 thousand vacan-
cies, respectively in administrative services activities and activities of support
services, where we have a decrease of 1.8 thousand vacant places. As can be
seen from the graph above, at the opposite pole, the most significant increases
in the vacancy rate were recorded in the production and supply of electricity
and heat, gas, hot water and air conditioning, an increase of 0, 31 percentage
points, respectively in other service activities, where an increase of 0.17 per-
centage points was recorded.

For a better interpretation of the results obtained, the rate and number
of vacant jobs were aggregated by major groups of occupations, according to
the CAEN code, as exemplified in the table above.

Looking from this perspective the major groups of occupations,
grouped according to the classification of occupations in Romania in the first
quarter of 2024, the highest values of the number of vacant jobs but also of
the rate of vacant jobs, were recorded among the occupations of: specialists in
various fields of activity representing major group 2 with 9.6 thousand vacan-
cies, respectively a percentage of 0.80%, and major group 7, that is, skilled
and assimilated workers with a number of 5.2 thousand vacancies, respec-
tively 0.78%.

Analyzing the results obtained on the basis of the data analysis, we
can see that the two tracked indicators, i.e. the number of job vacancies and
the job vacancy rate have the lowest values for major group 6, i.e. occupations
of skilled workers in agriculture, forestry and fishing - with 0.1 thousand va-
cancies, respectively a rate of 0.33%, and of major group 1, the occupations of
members of the legislative body, of the executive, senior leaders of the public
administration, leaders and senior officials with 1.6 thousand vacancies , re-
spectively a rate of 0.42%.

Following the evolution of these indices, we considered for compari-
son the first quarter of 2024 compared to the previous periods and we were
able to identify that the most relevant increases in both the rate of vacant jobs
and the number of vacant jobs compared to the previous quarter were regis-
tered within the major group 7, of the occupations of skilled and assimilated
workers with an increase of 0.15 percentage points of the rate, respectively
an increase of 1.1 thousand vacancies, respectively within the major group 8
related to the occupations of operators at installations and machines; machine
and equipment assemblers with an increase of 0.12 percentage points in the
vacancy rate and an increase of 0.7 thousand vacancies.

At the opposite pole, more significant decreases in the vacancy rate
were experienced in the major group 6 of the occupations of skilled workers in
agriculture, forestry and fishing - a decrease of 0.08 percentage points and in
the major group 5 of the occupations of workers in the field services - with a
decrease of 0.07 percentage points. This major group 5 also recorded the most
relevant decrease in the number of vacancies with a number of 0.7 thousand
vacancies compared to the values of the previous quarter.

Compared to the same quarter of the previous year, the two indica-
tors, the number of job vacancies and the job vacancy rate, registered only
decreases.

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Thus, with regard to the rate of vacant jobs, the most relevant de-
creases were found in major group 4, of occupations of administrative officials
with a decrease of 0.39 percentage points, followed by major group 9 related
to elementary occupations with a decrease of 0.38 percentage points.

The number of vacant jobs experienced the most significant decreases in
major group 2 among specialist occupations in various fields of activity, with
a minus of 4.0 thousand vacancies, followed by major group 9 of elementary
occupations where the decrease there were 2.6 thousand vacant places.

Conclusions

From the study done and presented in this article, some conclusions
can be drawn. A first conclusion that emerges is that both the number of vacant
jobs and the rate of vacant jobs had different evolutions on the major groups of
occupations, according to the classification of occupations in Romania in the
first quarter of 2024. It is also it should be noted that the budgetary sector had
an important share in the total number of vacant jobs, amounting to over 19%
of their total value.

Another conclusion is that the most important increases in the number
of vacant jobs were highlighted in the construction, health and social assis-
tance sectors, followed by transport and storage and administrative service
activities and support service activities.

In studiul facut autorii au avut in vedere faptul cd diversitatea
geografica a Romdaniei permite dezvoltarea turismului sub multiple forme,
fiecare regiune oferind oportunitdti unice pentru explorare si recreere.

Turismul este un
sector de activitate care trebuie sd fie o prioritate pentru orice guvern si pe
cale de consecintd o abordare atenta si bine fundamentatd in ceea ce priveste
politica turistica poate mentine si chiar a creste interesul turistilor fata de
Romdnia. In analiza activitatii turistice am utilizat indicatorii statistici furnizati
de Institutul National de Statistica, corelati cu cei furnizati de Eurostat, pe
baza carora am pus in evidenta situatia actuald in ceea ce priveste aceastd
activitate.

Introducere

In studiul activittii turistice desfasurate in Romania in primele sase
luni ale anului 2024 am pornit de la datele referitare la sosirile si innoptarile
in structuri de primire turistica cu functiuni de cazare, inclusiv apartamente
si camere de inchiriat, in luna iunie 2024. Am analizat comparativ datele
aferente lunii iunie 2024 cu cele ale lunii similare a anului 2023. In acelasi
mod am procedat si la analiza distributiei sosirilor turistilor roméni si straini
in structurile de primire turistica, inclusiv apartamente si camere de inchiriat,
pe zone turistice.
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Apoi am analizat sosirile §i Tnnoptarile turistilor in structuri de primire
turistica cu functiuni de cazare, inclusiv apartamente si camere de Inchiriat, in
primele sase luni ale anului 2024 comparativ cu perioada similara din 2023.

Am continuat studiul cu analiza sosirilor si Tnnoptarilor turistilor in
structurile de primire turisticé pe judete si pe tari.

Prin analizarea acestor date, se poate reliefa potentialul de crestere
al potentialului turistic al Romaniei in ambele segmente turistice (calatorii
in interes turistic si de afaceri), iar acest lucru este esential pentru a stabili
directiile viitoare de dezvoltare si pentru a lua decizii in vederea imbunatatirii
infrastructurii si serviciilor turistice.

Pentru o intelegere mai usoara a studiului am utilizat o serie de tabele
si grafice, care cuprind valorile pe care le-au Inregistrat de-a lungul timpului
o serie de indicatori relevanti pentru aceastd activitate, precum sosirile,
innoptarile, numarul turistilor. Pe baza acestor indicatori am reusit sd punem
in evidentd modul 1n care a evoluat turismul intern si extern in tara noastra.

Literature review

In literatura de specialitate sunt o serie de studii ale unor autori care au
avut 1n atentie evolutia si perspectivele turismului. Astfel, Anghel M.G. (2018)
si Anghelache C. si altii (2018) au efectuat unele analize cu privire la evolutia
activitatii de turism din Romania. Bran F. Si altii (1998) sunt preocupati in
lucrarea lor de problemele de mediu si impactul acestora asupra dezvoltarii
turismului. Carballo M. si altii (2015) studiaza si publica o lucrare privind
evaluarea economica a activitatii de turism pe plan european. Cristureanu C.
(1992) abordeaza probleme teoretice legate de turismul international. Farole
T. si altii (2011) abordeaza probleme legate de politica de coeziune in Uniunea
Europeana in ceea ce priveste cresterea economica. Hughes E. si Scheyvens
R. (2016) s-au referit in studiile lor la evolutia turismului pe plan mai larg,
dar cu referire la rolul social al acestei activitati. Kladou (2014) analizeaza
activitatea de turism pe destinatii si tendintele de evolutie in viitor. Leea J.W.
si Brahmasreneb T. (2013) cerceteaza in lucrarea lor influenta turismului
asupra cresterii economice. Manacorda M. si altii (2012), studiza impactul
imigratiei asupra structurii salariilor din Marea Britanie, iar Medina-Munoz
D. si altii (2015) se ocupa de impactul turismului asupra standardului de viata
al populatiei. Silva J. si Toledo M. (2009) sunt preocupati de problemele
legate de comportamentul ciclic al posturilor vacante si al somajului. Tosun
si altii (2015) au abordat o serie de aspecte cu privire la decizie de alegere a
destinatiei turistice, iar Zhang J si altii (2017) au analizat rolul imaginii tarii Tn
procesul de decizie a turistilor privind destinatia turistica.
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Metodologie

Pentru a usura intelegerea continutului articolului voi prezenta pe
scurt principalele aspecte metodologice utilizate de Institutul National de
Statistica si Eurostat in analiza turismului. Astfel, sursa datelor o constituie
cercetarea statistica lunara referitoare la frecventarea structurilor de primire
turistica cu functiuni de cazare (TURISM 1 A) pentru sosirile si innoptarile
in structurile de primire turisticd cu functiuni de cazare, in conformitate cu
Regulamentul (U.E) nr.692 al Parlamentului European si al Consiliului din 6
iulie 2011, privind statisticile europene referitoare la turism si de abrogare a
Directivei 95/57/CE a Consiliului.

In ceea ce privesc datele referitoare la sosirile vizitatorilor straini
in Romania si la plecarile vizitatorilor romani in strainatate, inregistrate la
punctele de frontiera, acestea se obtin lunar din surse administrative.

Sosirea unui turist se inregistreazd cand o persoana este Inscrisd in
registrul structurii de primire turistica cu functiune de cazare turistica, pentru a
fi gazduita una sau mai multe nopti. In fiecare structura de primire turistica cu
functiune de cazare turistica se socoteste o singurd sosire pe turist, indiferent
de numarul de Innoptari rezultate din sederea sa neintrerupta.

Innoptarea este intervalul de 24 ore, incepand cu ora hoteliera, pentru
care o persoand este Inregistratd in evidenta spatiului de cazare turistica si
beneficiaza de gazduire In contul tarifului aferent spatiului ocupat, chiar daca
durata de sedere efectiva este inferioara intervalului mentionat.

Indicele de utilizare netd a locurilor de cazare turisticd exprima relatia
intre capacitatea de cazare turistica in functiune si utilizarea efectiva a acesteia
de catre turisti, intr-o perioada determinatd. Rezulta din calcul prin raportarea
numarului total de innoptari realizate, la capacitatea de cazare turisticd in
functiune, din perioada respectiva.

Esantionul structurilor de cazare a fost constituit pornind de la lista
structurilor de cazare autorizate/clasificate, descércatd de pe website-ul
Ministerului Antreprenoriatului si Turismului - Departamentul pentru turism, la
data de 27 decembrie 2023. Lista cuprindea 14462 structuri cu peste 10 locuri
pat, din care: 9248 structuri de cazare si 5214 apartamente si camere de inchiriat.

Date, rezultate si discutii
Sosirile turistilor in Romania in structurile de primire turistica cu
functiuni de cazare inclusiv apartamente si camere de inchiriat au crescut
cu 4,9% 1in luna iunie 2024, comparativ cu luna iunie 2023, iar innoptarile
au crescut cu 1,8%. Totodatd in luna iunie 2024, la punctele de frontiera,
sosirile au inregistrat 1306,1 mii vizitatori straini, iar plecarile 1n strainatate
ale vizitatorilor romani au fost de 1345,4 mii.
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In tabelul numarul 1 sunt prezentate datele referitare la sosirile si
innoptarile in structuri de primire turistica cu functiuni de cazare, inclusiv

apartamente si camere de inchiriat, in luna iunie 2024.

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Analizand si interpretand datele prezentate constatam faptul ca sosirile
inregistrate in structurile de primire turistica, inclusiv apartamente si camere
de inchiriat, in luna iunie 2024 au insumat 1330,2 mii persoane, in crestere cu
4,9% fata de cele din luna iunie 2023. Din numarul total de sosiri, in luna iunie
2024, sosirile turistilor romani in structurile de primire turistica cu functiuni
de cazare au reprezentat 82,6%, iar sosirile turistilor straini 17,4%.

Totodata, nnoptarile inregistrate in structurile de primire turistica,
inclusiv apartamente si camere de inchiriat, in luna iunie 2024 au insumat
2830,3 mii, in crestere cu 1,8% fata de cele din luna iunie 2023. Din numarul
total de Innoptéri, n luna iunie 2024, Innoptarile turistilor romani in structurile
de primire turistica cu functiuni de cazare au reprezentat 83,7%, in timp ce
innoptarile turistilor straini au inregistrat un procent de 16,3%.

In ceea ce priveste durata medie a sederii in luna iunie 2024, aceasta
a fost de 2,2 zile la turistii romani, iar la turistii straini de 2,0 zile, iar indicele

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31,0% pe total structuri de cazare turistica, inclusiv apartamente si camere de
inchiriat, in crestere cu 0,4% fatd de luna iunie 2023.

De asemenea, sosirile vizitatorilor straini in Romania, inregistrate
la punctele de frontiera, in luna iunie 2024 au insumat 1306,1 mii persoane.
Vizitatorii strdini din tarile Uniunii Europene au reprezentat 25,2% din totalul
acestora, fiind in numar de 329,1 mii, iar utilizarea mijloacelor de transport
rutier a reprezentat 84,7% din totalul sosirilor lunii iunie 2024.

Plecarile vizitatorilor romani in strdinatate, Inregistrate la punctele
de frontierd, in luna iunie 2024 au insumat 1345,4 mii persoane, 77,9%
dintre acestia preferand utilizarea mijloacelor de transport rutiere si 21,3% a
mijloacelor de transport aeriene.

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Analizand si interpretand datele prezentate constatam faptul ca Sosirile
inregistrate in structurile de primire turistica, inclusiv apartamente si camere
de inchiriat, in perioada 01.01.-30.06.2024, au insumat 5786,1 mii persoane,
in crestere cu 3,0% fata de perioada 01.01.-30.06.2023. Din numarul total de
sosiri, in perioada 01.01.-30.06.2024, sosirile turistilor romani in structurile
de primire turistica cu functiuni de cazare au reprezentat 81,8%, in timp ce
sosirile turistilor strdini au reprezentat 18,2%.

In ceea ce privesc innoptirile inregistrate in structurile de primire
turisticd, inclusiv apartamente si camere de inchiriat, in perioada 01.01.-
30.06.2024, acestea au Insumat 11316,0 mii, in crestere cu 2,1% fata de cele
din perioada 01.01.-30.06.2023.

camere de inchiriat, au inregistrat valori mai mari in: Municipiul Bucuresti,
respectiv 1883,8 mii persoane, Brasov, respectiv 1242,0 mii persoane si
Constanta, respectiv 919,2 mii persoane.

Sosirile vizitatorilor strdini in Romaénia, Inregistrate la punctele de
frontiera, au fost in perioada 01.01.-30.06.2024 de 6260,0 mii persoane,
2238,1 mii dintre acestia provenind din tarile Uniunii Europene, iar mijloacele
de transport rutier au fost cele mai folosite de vizitatorii straini, respectiv
78,8% din totalul sosirilor perioadei.

Plecarile vizitatorilor romani in strainatate, inregistrate la punctele de
frontiera, au fost in perioada 01.01.-30.06.2024 de 8332,9 mii persoane, 69,6%
dintre acestia folosind mijloacele de transport rutiere si 29,6% mijoacele de
transport aeriene.

Concluzii

Din studiul facut de autori rezulta unele concluzii. O prima concluzie
care se desprinde este aceea ci ca turismul, alaturi de alte cateva ramuri ale
economiei nationale precum agricultura si industria, trebuie sa reprezinte
elemente-cheie de atractivitate ale obiectivelor romanesti pentru investitorii
strdini. In acest sens, punem accentul pe importanta sprijinului oferit prin
Planul National de Redresare si Rezilientd (PNRR) si alte forme de sustinere
pentru sectorul turistic din Romania.

O altd concluzie este aceea ca turismul inca este afectat de cumulul
de crize care s-au abatut asupra economiei Romaniei si nu numai. Nu trebuie
sd uitam faprul ca Romania dispune de o structura geografica deosebita si
propice pentru dezvoltarea turismului si, de aceea, societatile specializate in
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acest domeniu trebuie sprijinite si incurajate sa isi intensifice activitatea in
perioada urmatoare.

Nu in ultimul rand, este deosebit de important pentru dezvoltarea
turismului ca proprietarii din sectorul turistic romanesc sa isi adapteze
strategia pentru a ramane competitivi si a oferi o experientd turistica de
calitate superioara, la preturi care sa reflecte corect valoarea serviciilor oferite
in contextul competitiei regionale.
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Abstract

In the study, the authors took into account the fact that the
geographical diversity of Romania allows the development of tourism in
multiple forms, each region offering unique opportunities for exploration
and recreation. Consequently, this variety is a major asset that can attract
a wide range of tourists, both from the country and from abroad. On the
other hand, it is important for Romania to approach tourism in a complex
way, taking into account both business and non-resident tourism, each of
these sides having an essential role in the growth and development of the
tourism sector and in fully exploiting the various tourist resources that the
country offers. Tourism is a sector of activity that must be a priority for
any government and consequently a careful and well-grounded approach to
tourism policy can maintain and even increase tourists’interest in Romania.
In the analysis of the tourist activity, we used the statistical indicators
provided by the National Institute of Statistics, correlated with those
provided by Eurostat, based on which we highlighted the current situation
regarding this activity.

Introduction

In the study of the tourist activity carried out in Romania in the first
six months 0f 2024, we started from the data referring to arrivals and overnight
stays in tourist reception structures with accommodation functions, including
apartments and rooms for rent, in June 2024. We compared the data related to
the month of June 2024 with those of the similar month of 2023. In the same
way, we proceeded to analyze the distribution of the arrivals of Romanian
and foreign tourists in tourist reception structures, including apartments and
rooms for rent, by tourist areas

Then we analyzed the arrivals and overnight stays of tourists in tourist
reception structures with accommodation functions, including apartments and

rooms for rent, in the first six months of 2024 compared to the similar period
in 2023.

We continued the study with the analysis of tourist arrivals and
overnight stays in tourist reception structures by county and country.

By analyzing these data, it is possible to highlight the growth potential
of Romania’s tourism potential in both tourism segments (tourist and business
trips), and this is essential to establish future development directions and to
make decisions to improve infrastructure and tourist services.

For an easier understanding of the study, we used a series of tables
and graphs, which include the values recorded over time by a series of
relevant indicators for this activity, such as arrivals, overnight stays, number
of tourists. Based on these indicators, we were able to highlight how domestic
and foreign tourism has evolved in our country.

Literature review

In the specialized literature there are a series of studies by some
authors who took into account the evolution and perspectives of tourism.
Thus, Angel M.G. (2018) and Anghelache C. and others (2018) performed
some analyzes regarding the evolution of tourism activity in Romania. Bran
F. And others (1998) are concerned in their work with environmental issues
and their impact on tourism development. Carballo M. and others (2015)
study and publish a paper on the economic evaluation of tourism activity at
European level. Cristureanu C. (1992) addresses theoretical issues related to
international tourism. Farole T. et al (2011) address issues related to cohesion
policy in the European Union in terms of economic growth. Hughes E. and
Scheyvens R. (2016) referred in their studies to the evolution of tourism on
a broader level, but with reference to the social role of this activity. Kladou
(2014) analyzes the tourism activity on destinations and future trends. Leea
J.W. and Brahmasreneb T. (2013) investigate in their paper the influence of
tourism on economic growth. Manacorda M. et al. (2012), studies the impact
of immigration on the UK wage structure, and Medina-Munoz D. et al. (2015)
deals with the impact of tourism on the population’s standard of living. Silva
J. and Toledo M. (2009) are concerned with issues related to the cyclical
behavior of vacancies and unemployment. Tosun et al. (2015) addressed
a number of aspects regarding the decision to choose a tourist destination,
and Zhang J et al. (2017) analyzed the role of country image in the tourist
destination decision process.
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Methodology

To make it easier to understand the content of the article, [ will briefly
present the main methodological aspects used by the National Institute of
Statistics and Eurostat in the analysis of tourism. Thus, the data source is the
monthly statistical research on the attendance of tourist reception structures
with accommodation functions (TOURISM 1 A) for arrivals and overnight
stays in tourist reception structures with accommodation functions, in
accordance with Regulation (EU) no. 692 of of the European Parliament and
of the Council of July 6, 2011, regarding European tourism statistics and the
repeal of Council Directive 95/57/CE.

As regards the data related to the arrivals of foreign visitors in
Romania and the departures of Romanian visitors abroad, registered at the
border points, they are obtained monthly from administrative sources.

The arrival of a tourist is registered when a person is registered in
the register of the tourist reception structure with the function of tourist
accommodation, to be accommodated for one or more nights. In each tourist
reception structure with a tourist accommodation function, only one arrival
per tourist is counted, regardless of the number of nights resulting from his
uninterrupted stay.

The overnight stay is the 24-hour interval, starting from the hotel
hour, for which a person is registered in the tourist accommodation space
records and benefits from accommodation at the rate related to the occupied
space, even if the actual length of stay is lower than the mentioned interval.

The index of net use of tourist accommodation places expresses the
relationship between the capacity of tourist accommodation in operation and
its actual use by tourists, in a given period. It results from the calculation by
reporting the total number of overnight stays, to the tourist accommodation
capacity in operation, from the respective period.

The sample of accommodation structures was constituted starting from
the list of authorized/classified accommodation structures, downloaded from
the website of the Ministry of Entrepreneurship and Tourism - Department for
Tourism, on December 27, 2023. The list included 14462 structures with more
than 10 beds, of which: 9248 accommodation structures and 5214 apartments
and rooms for rent.

Data, Results and Discussion
Tourist arrivals in Romania in tourist reception structures with
accommodation functions including apartments and rooms for rent increased
by 4.9% in June 2024, compared to June 2023, and overnight stays increased
by 1.8%. At the same time, in June 2024, at the border points, the arrivals
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recorded 1306.1 thousand foreign visitors, and the departures abroad of
Romanian visitors were 1345.4 thousand.

Table number 1 shows the data referring to arrivals and overnight
stays in tourist reception structures with accommodation functions, including
apartments and rooms for rent, in June 2024.

For an easier visualization of the distribution of the arrivals of
Romanian and foreign tourists in tourist reception structures, including
apartments and rooms for rent, by tourist areas, in June of 2024, compared to
June of 2023, graphs 1 have been drawn and 2.

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Analyzing and interpreting the data presented, we note the fact that
the arrivals registered in tourist reception structures, including apartments and
rooms for rent, in June 2024 totaled 1330.2 thousand people, an increase of
4.9% compared to those in June 2023. Of the total number of arrivals, in
June 2024, the arrivals of Romanian tourists in tourist reception structures
with accommodation functions represented 82.6%, and the arrivals of foreign
tourists 17.4%.

At the same time, overnight stays registered in tourist reception
structures, including apartments and rooms for rent, in June 2024 totaled
2,830.3 thousand, an increase of 1.8% compared to June 2023. From the total
number of overnight stays, in in June 2024, the overnight stays of Romanian
tourists in tourist reception structures with accommodation functions
represented 83.7%, while the overnight stays of foreign tourists registered a
percentage of 16.3%.

Regarding the average length of stay in June 2024, it was 2.2 days
for Romanian tourists, and 2.0 days for foreign tourists, and the index of
net use of tourist accommodation, in June 2024 was 31.0% on total tourist
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accommodation structures, including apartments and rooms for rent, increasing
by 0.4% compared to June 2023.

Also, the arrivals of foreign visitors to Romania, registered at the
border points, in June 2024 totaled 1306.1 thousand people. Foreign visitors
from European Union countries represented 25.2% of their total, being 329.1
thousand, and the use of road transport represented 84.7% of the total arrivals
in June 2024.

The departures of Romanian visitors abroad, registered at the border
points, in June 2024 totaled 1345.4 thousand people, 77.9% of them preferring
to use road transport and 21.3% air transport.

Table number 2 shows the data regarding the arrivals and overnight
stays of tourists in tourist reception structures with accommodation functions,
including apartments and rooms for rent, in the period 01.01.-30.06.2024
compared to the period 01.01.-30.06.2023.

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Analyzing and interpreting the data presented, we find that the arrivals
registered in tourist reception structures, including apartments and rooms for
rent, in the period 01.01.-30.06.2024, totaled 5786.1 thousand people, an
increase of 3.0% compared to the period 01.01.-30.06.2023. From the total
number of arrivals, in the period 01.01.-30.06.2024, the arrivals of Romanian
tourists in tourist reception structures with accommodation functions
represented 81.8%, while the arrivals of foreign tourists represented 18.2%.
Regarding the overnight stays registered in tourist reception structures,
including apartments and rooms for rent, in the period 01.01.-30.06.2024,
they totaled 11316.0 thousand, increasing by 2.1% compared to those in the
period 01.01. -30.06.2023. From the total number of overnight stays, in the
period 01.01.-30.06.2024, the overnight stays of Romanian tourists in tourist
reception structures with accommodation functions represented 80.4%, while
the overnight stays of foreign tourists represented 19.6%.

The average length of stay in the period 01.01.-30.06.2024 was 1.9 days for
Romanian tourists, and 2.1 days for foreign tourists, and the index of net use
of tourist accommodation in the period 01.01.-30.06. 2024 was 25.6% of total
tourist accommodation structures, including apartments and rooms for rent,
down 0.2% compared to the period 01.01.-30.06.2023.

Table number 3 presents the situation of tourist arrivals and overnight stays in
tourist reception structures, by county, in the period 1.01.-30.06.2024.

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Analyzing by county, in the period 01.01.-30.06.2024, the number of
tourist arrivals in tourist reception structures with accommodation functions,
including apartments and rooms for rent, recorded higher values in: Bucharest
Municipality, respectively 942.8 thousand people, Brasov, respectively 667.9
thousand people and Constanta, respectively 357.6 thousand people, and
overnight stays of tourists in tourist reception structures with accommodation
functions, including apartments and rooms for rent, recorded higher values
in: Bucharest Municipality, respectively 1883.8 thousand people, Brasov,
respectively 1242.0 thousand people and Constanta, respectively 919.2
thousand people.

Analyzing by country, the most arrivals of foreign tourists staying
in tourist reception structures with accommodation functions, including
apartments and rooms for rent, in the period 01.01.-30.06.2024 came from:
Germany, respectively 102.7 thousand people, Italy, respectively 102.5
thousand people and the USA, respectively 63.0 thousand people.

Table number 4 shows the situation regarding the arrivals of foreign
visitors in Romania and the departures of Romanian visitors abroad, in June
2024 and in the period 01.01.-06.30.2024.

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The arrivals of foreign visitors in Romania, registered at the border
points, were in the period 01.01.-30.06.2024 of 6260.0 thousand people, 2238.1
thousand of them coming from the countries of the European Union, and the
means of road transport were the most used by foreign visitors, respectively
78.8% of the total arrivals of the period.

The departures of Romanian visitors abroad, registered at the border
points, were in the period 01.01.-30.06.2024 of 8332.9 thousand people,
69.6% of them using road transport and 29.6% air transport.

Conclusions

Some conclusions result from the study done by the authors. A first
conclusion that emerges is that tourism, along with several other branches
of the national economy such as agriculture and industry, must represent
key attractiveness elements of Romanian objectives for foreign investors. In
this sense, we emphasize the importance of the support offered through the
National Recovery and Resilience Plan (PNRR) and other forms of support
for the tourism sector in Romania.

Another conclusion is that tourism is still affected by the accumulation
of crises that have fallen on Romania’s economy and beyond. We must
not forget the fact that Romania has a special geographical structure that
is conducive to the development of tourism and, therefore, the companies
specialized in this field must be supported and encouraged to intensify their
activity in the coming period.

Last but not least, it is particularly important for the development of
tourism that the owners of the Romanian tourism sector adapt their strategy to
remain competitive and offer a high-quality tourist experience, at prices that
correctly reflect the value of the services offered in the context of regional
competition.
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
